REGISTRATION FEE  

A non-refundable fee of $150 (inc. GST) is payable for each application for student enrolment. The 

fee covers the administration costs associated with enrolment.  

ENDOWMENT FEE  

A non-refundable Endowment Fee, equal to 25% of the Year 7 annual tuition fee, is payable on 

acceptance of an offer of a place at the School. The fee for 2025 is $7,205. A reduced fee of 15% of 

the Year 7 annual tuition fee is granted for the second sibling and no fee is charged for the third or 

subsequent siblings. The Endowment Fee is not deducted from the first year's tuition fee. 

TUITION FEES 

The following fees apply in 2025. The Board of Governors reserves the right to alter fees and charges 

during the year should changing economic circumstances warrant this.
